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Introduction

Are you interested in progression into a career in the Fire, Police and Ambulance Services or the Army, Navy, (including the Royal Marines and Merchant Navy), RAF? This course will help you to gain an insight into the jobs available in the Uniformed Public Services. It is designed to develop candidates’ skills and personal qualities through a wide range of theoretical, physical and “hands on” activities. At the end of the course you will be physically in better shape and you will have better awareness about yourself, your strengths and the knowledge and requirements needed to gain successful entry into a Uniformed Public Service of your choice. The course is assessed continuously, so to gain the qualification, you need to be well organised, self-disciplined and motivated and have excellent attendance and punctuality record throughout the academic year.

Yes! The Subsidiary Diploma will give you the equivalent of 1 A-level after Y1 and the Diploma will give you 2 A-Levels if you complete the full two years course. Depending on your final grade you will achieve any combination between E/E and A*/A*.
Course Outline:

You will study 11 units over 2 years - five units in Year 1 – for the BTEC Subsidiary Diploma and six in Year 2 for the BTEC Diploma.

These will comprise of 4 mandatory units which will provide you with the essential foundation you need to understand the public services sector. In addition you will study 7 specialist units which will develop further your skills and knowledge needed to be successful in a Public Services career.
