Assessment

The qualification is based on continuous assessment, which consists of course work, which could range from written assignments to presentations and pod casts, and practical demonstrations, for which you will be videoed from time to time. The assessments are internally set and marked by your tutors. It is then agreed and verified by an external examiner. The written work makes about 75% to 80% of the overall assessment activities.
