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Introduction
This course is designed to lead to an AS in Mathematics over two years. In the first year the Foundations of Advanced Maths is studied, which builds on the skills met at higher level GCSE. Successful completion of the course would allow progression on to the AS course in the second year. 

It is designed for those students who wish to continue with their studies of Mathematics but are not quite ready to go straight onto an AS course.

A qualification in Maths opens up the possibility of a wide range of career opportunities. Popular areas of employment are in finance, statistics, navigation (such as air traffic control), management and accountancy. The study of Maths can also lead to a career in many other fields such as architecture, designing computer games, logistics or marketing. Employers value the skills acquired in the study of maths.
