The Principal reported that she had consulted the principal of Stoke-on-Trent College and that she had confirmed that she would be delighted to become a member of the Corporation.  Steve Wyn Williams referred to the research undertaken by the Clerk in relation to the limitation of Governors’ terms of office and it was noted that, despite not having such a policy, the College’s average length of service of Governors compared favourably with the average for the other colleges that had participated in the Clerk’s survey.  The Principal confirmed that the research would be extremely helpful for future reference in an Ofsted Inspection.  
On referring to the draft Code of Governance issued by the Association of Colleges (AoC), the Clerk reported that a letter had recently been received from the Sixth Form Colleges Forum (SFCF) indicating that it had revised its position in relation to the adoption of the Code.  He added that the Chair of the AoC had indicated at the Annual Governance Conference in March that a revised draft Code would be issued shortly but that it had not yet been issued.
