Course Outline:

· AS level units- first year of the course

Unit 1 – Portfolio Unit
A practical coursework unit designed to cover basic skills and to develop confidence. You will produce a collection of creative work which exemplifies study carried out during the AS courses.
Unit 2 – Externally Set Assignment
A further coursework unit, you have 8 weeks to produce preparatory work in the course of which you complete a timed (5 hours) development piece of work.
· Advanced level units- second year of the course

Unit 3- Personal Investigation
A practical coursework unit supported by a short written study designed to develop individual strengths. You develop work based on an idea, issue, concept or theme of your choosing.
Unit 4- Externally Set Assignment
A further coursework unit, you have 8 weeks to produce preparatory work at the end of which you complete a final outcome in 15 hours of unaided supervised time.
