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Course Outline:





BTEC Level 3 Subsidiary Diploma in Health and Social Care consists of three mandatory units providing a total of 30 credits plus optional units that provide for a combined total of 60 credits for the completed qualification.


BTEC Level 3 Extended Diploma in Health & Social Care consists of eight mandatory units providing a total of 80 credits plus optional units that provide for a combined total of 100 credits for the completed qualification.

Assessment





You will need to enjoy completing coursework! All units are assessed by written pieces of coursework, practical tasks and timed assessments, graded at Pass, Merit or Distinction.  A Pass grade is roughly equivalent to ‘A’ level grade E, Merit is roughly equivalent to ‘A’ level grade C, and Distinction is roughly equivalent to ‘A’ level grade A. You must gain at least a Pass grade on each unit in order to pass the course overall.

Frequently asked questions (FAQ) 





? Will this qualification be accepted by the universities I apply to on my UCAS form?





Yes.  It attracts UCAS points that are roughly equivalent to similar-sized qualifications within the UK. The BTEC courses in Health and Social Care  will help you to access a range of degree courses, for example if you wish to  enter careers such as Nursing, Midwifery, Counselling, Occupational Therapy, Paramedic, Social Work, or other Health and Social Care related jobs.





? What other subjects can I study along with this course?





Most students study one other level 3 subject in addition to their BTEC Level 3 Health & Social Care course, such as BTEC Science (Biology) linked to the Health & Social Care course, or an AS subject such as Psychology or Sociology. 





? Does the course include work experience?





No. However, you will be encouraged to find a voluntary placement in a care setting of your choice, in your own time. In addition, students who want to progress on to the second year of the course will have to complete 100 hours of work experience in their own time. Most students do this over the summer holidays between the first and second year of the course.
