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Introduction

Do you want to work with people? If so the EDEXCEL Level 2 BTEC Extended Certificate in Health and Social Care will introduce you to many of the key skills you will need to be a successful care worker. It will also allow you to understand how care workers need to behave in order to look after people who may not be able to care for themselves. 
Key Features of Health & Social Care Level 2 BTEC Extended Certificate at the Sixth Form College:
· You will be introduced to many issues relating to care work, such as how to communicate with other people and how to ensure that different people are treated as individuals.
· You will learn about the importance of health and safety in care settings.

· This subject will be studied for 6 hours per week over one year. 
· Your lessons will provide you with opportunities to work with other students on group tasks such as role plays as well as individual tasks.
· This qualification is equivalent to two GCSEs.
Frequently asked questions (FAQ) 
? I want to study the course but will I have to do any work experience?
There is no work experience involved in the course, but you can work as a volunteer in a care setting in your own time if you want to. You will have to organise this yourself.
? If I complete and pass this course, can I go on to study this subject at level 3 next year?
Yes. You must gain at least a Pass on each unit in order to pass the level 2 course. If you complete the course to Merit level you will be able to go on to study the BTEC Level 3 Subsidiary Diploma.
? I really want to have a career as a nurse, midwife or paramedic. Would it be suitable for me to study?
The course will give you a very good grounding in care work and is ideal for you to study if you would like to have a career in any of those professions.

Course Outline:

The EDEXCEL Level 2 BTEC Extended Certificate in Health and Social Care is a four unit qualification consisting of two specialist optional units and two optional units.  
The specialist optional units you will study are:

Unit 1 - Communication in Health and Social Care
Unit 4 - Ensuring Safe Environments in Health and Social Care
The optional units you will study are:

Unit 6 - Cultural Diversity in Health and Social Care

Unit 11 - The Impact of Diet on Health
The Key Skills you will develop include:

· Vocational Skills: Communication skills and practical skills such as organisational skills

· Using Research: Internet research skills, books, newspapers, magazines and statistical analysis.

· Working as a Team:  group work and role play

Assessment

All four units are assessed by coursework graded at Pass, Merit or Distinction.  This course is equivalent to 2 G.C.S.E.’s ranging from grade C to A*.  A Pass is equivalent to two C’s at G.C.S.E.  
Pass rates 
This course will be taught for the first time in 2011 – 2012. It has replaced the BTEC Level 2 Diploma.

Progression opportunities and career routes
Once the course is completed you can move on to a BTEC Level 3 Subsidiary Diploma or apply for an apprenticeship in a care setting.
