? Do I need to have studied Art and Design at school?
Not necessarily. The priority is that you are highly motivated and have a strong interest in Art and Design. The course is 100% coursework which requires a high commitment of TIME beyond your timetabled classes.
? What qualifications do I need to have to be able to study the course?
We will judge candidates according to their individual circumstances but you will probably have a minimum of 2 D’s and 2 E’s at GCSE or equivalent qualifications. You will also need to have competency in English Language and ICT.
