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Introduction
Law affects virtually all aspects of out lives and regulates much of our everyday activity. A study of Law enables you to understand how the society that you live in operates. During the first year of the course you will find out more about where laws come from, how they are carried out, the roles of the many different people involved in the law and have the chance to use your knowledge to answer scenarios based on legal incidents.

In the second year you will have the chance to look in more detail at both criminal and civil law.

The subject can be studied in combination with a variety of others but the most common are psychology, Sociology, Politics, English and History. The main entrance requirements are an interest in legal matters and the ability to express yourself clearly on paper. The subject is very popular with those going on to study law degrees but it is also good preparation for many courses at Higher Education. The course can lead to various occupations such as the Police, Prison Service or Social Work.
Key Features of Law at the Sixth Form College:
· This course is ideal for those who are thinking of a Law related career or who are simply interested in the subject.
· By the end of the course you will have a clear understanding of the workings of the English Legal System and the roles of those who work within it.
·  A visit to both the magistrates and crown courts are both interesting and help develop a better understanding of the subject.
·  You will examine both Civil and Criminal Liability by looking at cases which have helped shape the law.

· A large number of the students who study the subject go on to take Law Degrees at University.

· What are the qualities I will need in order to study this subject?
The main quality should be an interest in Law as well as the ability to express yourself clearly on paper.
· Do I need to have studied this subject before?
It is not necessary to have studied the subject at GCSE level and most students haven’t. It is a good opportunity to start a brand new subject.
Course Outline:

· AS level units- first year of the course

Unit 1: Law Making & the Legal System
During this module you will look at the way law is made and then carried out by the courts. You will also examine the roles of the different people within the legal system.
Unit 2: The Concept of Liability
During this module you will be introduced to both criminal and civil liability, looking specifically at non-fatal offences and negligence.
· Advanced level units- second year of the course

Unit 3: Criminal Law
During this module you will look at fatal and non-fatal offences against a person including murder and manslaughter. You will also consider defences and look at possible reforms.

Unit 4: Law of Tort and Concepts of Law
During this module you will look at negligence, occupiers liability and nuisance, also considering defences and remedies. Concepts of Law such as morality, justice and fault will also be examined.
