? Is the NOCN qualification equivalent to a GCSE Maths at grade C?
Many local universities, colleges and employers accept the qualification as an alternative. However, you will need to check with the Careers Advisor that it will be accepted for your specific HE course or career.
? Why can I not repeat GCSE Maths again at the College? How is this course different?

After repeated failed attempts at GCSE, many students lose the motivation to continue their studies in Maths and do not progress on to HE or their chosen career. The NOCN course allows you to be assessed continuously and so be accredited for the work you do in College similar to BTEC programmes. There are no major examinations.
? Will I need a calculator for this course?
