? Will I have to re-sit my GCSE Maths exam?
If you have GCSE grade D in Maths from the AQA Modular course and can transfer your marks from Modules 1 and 3 (both at grade C or higher) we would recommend that you re-sit your Maths GCSE on this course.
? Can I enrol on this course if I have not studied the AQA Modular GCSE course before?
No. You need to consider the 1-year full GCSE Modular Maths course.
? Will I need a calculator for this course?
Yes. Module 5 has a calculator and non-calculator paper.
Course Outline:

The GCSE November course teaches and assesses Module 5 only and finishes in November. Your teacher will give you regular tests and homeworks so that you can assess your progress. Entry to the examination is dependent on satisfactory attendance and achievement on assessments.
