· BTEC Level 3 Subsidiary Diploma

Upon successful completion of Applied Science BTEC Level 3 

Subsidiary Diploma you will gain the equivalent of one A Level &

UCAS points ranging from 40 to 120. This Subsidiary Diploma is a two year course.

Key Features of Biology (Applied Science) BTEC at the Sixth Form College:

· Throughout this course you will be assessed via portfolio/coursework & through your successful demonstration of key practical skills.

This course is specifically designed to be taken alongside the BTEC Level 3 Diploma in Health & Social Care. It will form part of a full time programme. 

· What level 2 qualifications do I need to enrol on this course?
It is essential that you have gained a Core Science GCSE and highly recommended that you have succeeded in Additional Science GCSE too.  Mathematics and English GCSEs are also preferred. 
Course Outline:

The BTEC Level 3 Subsidiary Diploma in Biology (Applied Science) consists of 6 different units of science study; Over two years you will cover 2 core units and four specialists units.
